The main hall at the show resembled something of a street bazaar with 
huge crowds attracted to the audio/visual demo booths bursting with 
digital players, audio cables, DVDs/CDs/vinyl and other accessories. But it 
was headphone manufacturers that dominated this year’s show with many 
companies giving away recorded media to promote their product ranges.

One of the best demos came via a HK$180,000 (£14,900) Sound of Vold 
DP-1 D.D. turntable. This modifi ed Denon DP-80 deck sported two arms 
including a Kuzma/Brinkmann cartridge combo and a Triplanar. Playing a 
Hawaii 5-0 track from RCA’s Kojak & Baretta [JRS-9522], percussion was 
rock solid through vintage Acoustic AR-9 speakers. www.samaudio.com.hk
